LCBS and the Isle of lowa Parrot Head Club will hold
their 6th Annual Blues ‘n’ Buffett Chili Challenge on Sun-
day, February 25, 2-5 PM at the Best Western Longbranch
Hotel & Convention Center on Twixt Town Road NE.

The Chili Challenge is a friendly competition between
the two clubs to raise money for charity. Proceeds from
the event will go to H.D. Youth Center and the Boys and
Girls Club of Cedar Rapids.

The Parrot Heads chose The Boys and Girls Club which is
helping kids become responsible citizens. LCBS chose H.D.
Youth Center which provides a safe place to go as well
as food to under-privileged youth.

Last year, the event raised over $5,000 for these two
fine organizations. Over $16,000 has been raised and
donated to local charities in the first six years of the event's
existence.

You're invited to attend to taste the various chilies and
vote for your favorite. Admission is $6 which includes five
vote tickets and the tasting of the chilies. Children ages 6
and under will be admitted free when accompanied by
an adult, and senior citizens ages 65 and older receive
a $1 discount on admission.

Additional vote tickets for the People’s Choice award
will be available for 50 cents each. The club receiving
the most votes will receive a plaque and their club’s char-
ity will receive 51% of the proceeds from the event; the
runner-up club 49% of the proceeds for their charity.

Chili Challenge contestants are members of the two clubs
and each brings their own special chili to share. There
will be up to 30 chilies for tasting.
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Celebrity Judges will be on hand to taste and vote on
the Best Chili. The club receiving a majority of judge’s
votes for the Best Chili will receive a traveling trophy
and bragging rights for their club.

A Silent Auction will again be featured at this year’s
event. Many great items will be available for viewing
and bidding; items will be in a variety of price ranges.
Payment is expected at the time of final purchase. Credit
cards cannot be accepted. All monies raised from the
auction will be included in the donations to charities.

The LCBS’ portion of the money raised is going to the
H.D. Youth Center. Last year was the LCBS’ first time to
claim the People’s Choice Award allowing us to donate
51% of the money to our charity. Let’s try to repeat this
year and take home the honors—and the cash!
